
Catworth Village Hall – Terms and Conditions
1. Conditions of Use

a) The hirer is responsible for any loss or damage occurring during the period of hire.  These should be reported to the Booking Secretary without delay – Diana Warren tel: 07802 429079 or email: woods_diana@hotmail.com.
b) The Hall Trustees will not be held responsible for any injury however caused, for loss or damage to the property of individuals, clubs or groups which occurs on the premises.

c) Facilities within the Village Hall: Kitchen, four ring electric hob, oven, refrigerator, dishwasher (for large events only), warming cupboard, kettles, microwave, crockery, cutlery and wine/beer glasses. Toilets: Two male, two female, one disabled.13 large tables (6ft), 7 small tables (3ft), 100 chairs.  Staging can be made available. Please enquire for more details.

d) The hirer is responsible for ensuring the Hall and toilets are left as they were found, clean and tidy.  There is a vacuum cleaner plus bucket and mop on the premises. The electrical appliances, other than those supporting the broadband equipment, need to be unplugged and lights switched off.  After locking all doors and windows securely, return the keys to the Booking Secretary at the end of the hire period.

2. Booking Conditions

a) The deposit of £100.00 must be paid to the Booking Secretary one week in advance of the booked date, payable by cheque to Catworth Village Hall Committee.  Keys to be collected from the Booking Secretary at a mutually agreed time.

b) All functions must stop by midnight and the music must be turned off.  Keys to be returned promptly the morning after the event.

c) The Hall is situated in a residential area, so excessive noise will not be permitted after 10pm.

d) Nothing shall be fixed to the walls, ceiling or floor without prior agreement with the Booking Secretary at the time of booking.
3. Health and Safety
a) Fire exits must be free from obstruction at all times. 

b) The Village Hall is a public space and is therefore a ‘No Smoking’ venue.

c) A first aid box is located by the water boiler in the kitchen.

d) No animals are permitted within the building.
e) All rubbish in excess of one bin bag (provided) is to be taken away. 

f) No bouncy castles or ball games to be played on the premises.
g) Minors must be supervised by responsible adults on the premises at all times.

h) Spillages on all floors are to be mopped/wiped up immediately to prevent slip hazards. (Wet floor signs to be put in place).

i) The ‘alarm key’ for the disabled toilet is located on the coat hook nearest the rear door.

4. Licences/Permissions
a) The hall does not hold an alcohol licence.

b) Refer to the Booking Secretary if alcohol is to be sold as part of the function.  

5. Payments
